Advanced Practice Nursing Position Description

My dream job is a Mobile Travel Clinic where I would counsel international travelers in methods to be safe and healthy on their journey. Travel medicine is “The highly specialized area of medicine devoted to the maintenance of the health of international travelers through health promotion and disease prevention.” (Kozarsky and Keystone, 2008, p.1)

  I would also offer immunizations necessary for their travel as well as malaria prophylaxis, if needed. The purpose of the Mobile Travel Clinic is to offer competitively priced travel consultations, education and immunization at the convenience of the clients. According to the World Tourism Organization there were 980 million international travelers in 2011. This number is expected to reach 1.6 billion by the year 2010 (UNWTO, 2012). One study showed that 76.5% of international travelers think that seeking medical advice before traveling is important. However, only 58.9% actually got information before traveling. This study demonstrated a lack of traveler’s knowledge about safety measures and health information regarding disease prevention (El Sherbiny and Wafik, 2011).
In order to perform this job, I would keep up to date on developing diseases in the world as well as recommendations for travelers. Keeping travelers healthy allows them to have a spectacular trip, while keeping those here at home safe after they return.

As the business is in its infancy, I would be the CNO, providing care and consultations to the travel population. My son, Brett Banda, majoring in Health Care Administration at UCF, would be the CFO. The hours of operation will be flexible and cater to the needs of our clients. As the business grows, I would adopt the position of trainer in order to educate nurses that join our endeavor. 
Travel health nursing is an emerging specialty focusing on the health needs of the traveler. It is an interdisciplinary specialty that uses the knowledge of epidemiology, public health, curative medicine and health education (Rosselot, 2004). The benefit to the nursing profession would be the opportunity to provide preventive treatments to individuals and to help maintain healthy lifestyles of these clients and their contacts upon return.
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
